Materials
•   Forget-me-not blue 28-count 

linen: 12 x 131⁄2 inches

“Sunflowers” was stitched on forget-me-not blue 
28-count linen from Wichelt using DMC floss 
and Kreinik blending filament.

56 wide x 76 high
Approximate Design Size
11-count 5" x 7"
14-count 4" x 53⁄8"
16-count 31⁄2" x 43⁄4"
18-count 3" x 41⁄4"
22-count 21⁄2" x 31⁄2"
28-count over two threads 

4" x 53⁄8"

Instructions

1. Center and stitch design, 
stitching over two threads. 
Use three strands floss or two 
strands floss and one strand 
blending filament for Cross-
Stitch, and one strand floss for 
Backstitch. Use one strand floss 
for French Knot, wrapping 
needle twice.
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
